The aim of the study visit is to introduce the participants to the work of the visited institutions
in the judicial context. Among the topics tackled will be the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights, FRA’s work
in the area of Non-Discrimination, LGBTI, Access to Justice, Asylum and Migration, Hate Crime, the Rights
of the Child and Data Protection.
